If you want to reach out to Roman Catholics with the help of this website then all 

you have to do is to print out these cards below on photo paper or have them 

printed and then you put a set of two of them, one blue and one brown, against 

the driver’s window with white re-usable putty adhesive of all the cars parked 

around the church where Roman Catholics are having their Mass during the time 

they hold Mass. You can also give a pair to any Roman Catholic you know. In 

some countries like Italy and Portugal there are almost exclusively Roman 

Catholics. If you go there on holiday, you can give these cards to locals from those 

countries. That will be the ones managing shops or being salesmen or working 

there in any capacity like at an hotel or even a policeman. You can also just press 

a pair of cards with white re-usable putty adhesive against the driver’s window of 

cars parked there, because most cars in Italy and Portugal belong to locals. The 

colours on the blue card are based on the colours of the Italian Flag and their 

national colour which is blue. The headquarters of the Roman Catholic Church is in 

Rome Italy and that is where the Pope is as well. If you go on holiday there, please 

do the Italians this favour and distribute these cards there to them. If you print out 8 

sheets of each you will have almost one hundred pairs of cards to distribute. You 

might be lucky and then your pair of cards gets passed on to the Pope himself and 

then you might be the one that brings him and his cardinals to action.
